Tournament Information

Registration:
At the start of the Series all players for each grade must be registered 20 minutes prior to the start of that teams 
first round robin game.
A maximum of 10 players can be registered and no other players other than those registered as above can play 
for that team.  Teams for each game must be named 15 minutes prior to the official start time for each game and 
only if there is a justifiable reason ( injury or sickness) can a team change that which has been originally named. 
This must be authorised by the Tournament Controller or Referee.
Toss:
The toss of the coin will be made 15 minutes prior to the official start time of the game. On mutual consent of 
either a captain or coach representing both teams the toss may take place sooner than 15 minutes prior to the 
official start time for that game.
The toss will take place at the counter where the registration forms are completed.
Absence within the timeframe as above will mean that the right to toss will be forfeited.
Appeals : Any appeal on a ruling or play not in accordance with the New Zealand Indoor Cricket Rule Book must 
be brought to the attention of the Tournament Referee who will rule on the appeal immediately. If the Tournament 
Referee is for any reason in doubt as to the decision then the appeal will be handled by the Tournament Controller 
whose decision is final.

Disputes: Any disputes or complaints are to be submitted in writing prior to the start of that grades next game. 
The written claim should be presented to the Tournament Referee. A conclusion to any dispute will be finalised prior to 
the conclusion of that grades next game.

Judiciary Panel: The panel for any judiciary meeting that may eventuate will comprise of Tournament     
Controller/Referee/Neutral party
Age Eligibility : All 19 & Under players must be the age of 19 or under as of the 5th July 2010

: All Master players must be the age of 30/35 or over as of the 1st July 2010

Tournament Information

Umpires : All  Umpires will allocated by New Zealand Indoor Cricket
Umpires are required to: - Wear black pants, socks and shoes

Points : 4 points will be awarded for a WIN
2 points will be awarded for a TIE

Skins :  The corresponding batting pairs in each team (that is: partnership 1v1; 2v2; 
3v3; 4v4) will complete for an additional point (known as a skins point) which will be 
given to the pair making the highest partnership.  One skin point is offered for each 

corresponding pair, making a total of 4 skins points per game.  A tied batting pair will 
jackpot the skins point forward to the next pair or backwards in the 

case of the last pair.

Default : 8 points will be awarded to the opposition.
8 points will be deducted from a team who defaults
